garden description The Garden by Abraham Cowley I never had any other desire so strong and so like to covetousness as that
I might be master at last of a small house and large garden Sir Thomas Browne s essay on The Garden of Cyrus deals with
the history of gardens as viewed from 1658 an extract is in the Encyclopedia eTexts relating to Enlightenment Gardens Ren
Descartes Descartes did not write either on aesthetics or on garden design but historians continue to speak of the Cartesian
